[bookmark: _GoBack]Adjacent Angles and Vertical Angles
[image: ]Adjacent means “next to.” Angles are adjacent if they lie next to each other. In other words, the angles have the same vertex and they share a side without overlapping.
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Adjacent Angles	Overlapping Angles
[image: ]Vertical means “related to the vertex.” So, angles are vertical if they share a vertex, but not just any vertex. They share a vertex formed by the intersection of two straight lines. Vertical angles are always congruent.
